Dan Bombeck introduced Heather Bernt whom has been awarded and heading up the Mental health Professional Partnership Grant (MHPP).  This grant is in partnership with WSC, UNO and Munroe Meyer.  This is a five-year grant and nine districts have qualified for the resources.  This grant will support school districts with the implementation of effective systemic mental health interventions.  The grant will support the hiring of two Licensed Metal Health Practitioners (LMHP) who will perform training and support for the schools as well.  
Dan then introduced Megan Reese and Krista Horton, whom are in-house Navigators.  They have been working with our schools, food pantries and provided medical assistance.  A Foster Backpack program has also been put into place.  The Navigators have received multiple referrals, mostly from counselors, of children in crisis and in need of outside resources and support.  Dan spoke of the importance of the Navigator position and the positive impact they have had on our districts in such a short amount of time.
