INFORMATION ITEMS:

P2T:  Wayne Erickson provided P2T information.  Fall 2020 enrollment was 105 students and the Spring of 2021 has 107 students enrolled.  The areas of study are Health Sciences, Computer Science, Education, Welding and Construction.  Computer Science is changing their curriculum, so it will be more dual credit focused.  
FACILITY/FINANCE ITEMS:  

We are currently at 50% capacity.  We have a mask mandate in place and doing a low amount of hosting.
PRESENTATION:  TEAM ACCESS.  Taira Masek, Program Director, gave a brief overview of Team ACCESS (All Children Celebrated, Educated, Safe, and Secure). This team was developed to support the overall wellbeing of students, families and staff. The team consist of the Navigator Program, Mental Health Professional Partners (MHPP) Grant, and the Disaster Trauma Response Grant. 
               
An overview of the MHPP program was shared including introductions of the team members: Pam Wheeler (LMHP) and Meaghen Wostoupal (LMHP), who are currently providing direct mental health services to three of our ESU 2 school districts with a plan to extend these services to nine school districts throughout the life of the grant. The program also supports four master’s level school mental health interns with the goal of building mental health supports for our rural school districts.  The team works with identified schools to address student’s mental health needs and to support each district in building comprehensive mental health supports. 
At 1:55 P.M. the regular meeting was recessed, and the Board went into Executive Session to discuss the Administrator’s Evaluation and Contract Extension.
At 2:02 P.M. the Executive Session adjourned, and the regular session was resumed.
