Guidance has come from the NDE and legal staff and these individuals have been working closely with district SPED Directors.  Our Professional Development team has put together a program called Connecting U courses.  Which allows administrators and teachers to share ideas and learn from each other via zoom.  Our SLP’s and Psychologists have been working on accountability and adjusting to working from home.  Our Occupational Therapists and Vision Therapist have been working with other groups outside the ESU for support and accountability.  The Licensed Mental Health Practitioners have been provided great mental health exercises to do at home and have been provided support and services via zoom to those in need.  The Navigators and Services Coordinators have been doing an excellent job of staying in touch with their families and continue to have added referrals almost daily.  Early Childhood has been given great guidelines from NDE.  The Independent School continues to work with their students.  Each was given devices and packets to work with through the remainder of the school year.
The ESU 2 Board wanted to extend a huge Thank You to all the ESU 2 staff.  They are very proud of our services and commitment during this crisis.
