     -Curriculum:  Joe thanked Mary and Shara for their hard work putting together curriculum and all that they do in order to get classes up and running.  
     -Special Education accommodations are being taken care of and a procedure has been outlined for schools to follow.

     -Staffing is in place and P2T classes are off and running.

    Executive Director Report continued:

 -Partnership:  We continue to work on our partnership with NE and WSC.  
     -Finances:  P2T budget is due September 20.

          -We were awarded a Microsoft IT Initiative Grant.  More will be reported as we learn more details.

     -Workshops/Meetings:  Joe continues to be involved in the Rule 47 Career Academy Advisory Committee, the PFI Advisory Committee, and the MCC Diesel Tech Advisory Committee.  P2T Oversight Council meeting is October 23 following the Burt/Cuming County Career Fair.
     -Presentations:  Chad and I have been asked to present at the NCSA new superintendent/new ESU administrator workshop on October 2.  
     -Miscellaneous:  Joe offered copies of the instructor roster, enrollment numbers, and a copy of policy 3014.  He also introduced Emi Wolfe (P2T Apprenticeship Placement Specialist).  Joe also offered to schools that he is available to conduct parent meetings to inform them about P2T.  Finally, he asked for direction on creating a fundraiser to help fund CTSO’s.  He was given the go ahead to plan a fundraising project.
